1. Place mounting template sticker in area where you will be
mounting camera to surface that can sustain weight of camera.

2. For Ceiling Mounting, drill into ceiling at marked drill holes deep
enough to accommodate for mounting hardware.

e If using the included hardware, insert the three drywall
anchors into holes in the mounting surface and align holes in
camera mounting plate with anchors. Then use included screws
to secure mounting plate and camera to ceiling.

4. For Wall Mounting, drill into wall at marked drill holes deep
enough to accommodate for mounting hardware.

e If using the included hardware, insert the three drywall
anchors into holes in the mounting surface and align holes in
camera mounting plate with anchors. Then use included screws
to secure mounting plate and camera to wall.
